The Magical Mythical Major Arcana will concentrate on 
peeling back the layers of symbolism of the Major Arcana. 
Juliet will use examples and illustrations from a number of 
different decks, including The Mythic Tarot, to look at the 
connections that can be made with mythology, alchemy, 
astrology and each of the twenty-two trumps. She will also 
explore the art of memory. Tarot is often associated with 
memory systems as its archetypal imagery evokes hidden 
knowledge and stimulates intuition. Working with mythic 
imagery encourages such insights, so the better we know 
the myths the more seamless our interpretations of the 
cards can be.

The Magical Mythical Court Cards will look at the Court 
Card images from a mythic, elemental and astrological 
point of view, again using a number of different decks as 
illustration. In the afternoon Juliet will do some example 
readings in the group to show different ways of looking at 
spreads. Plenty of audience participation is welcome.

The Magical Mythical Major Arcana will concentrate on 
the myths behind each of the Major Arcana. Juliet will talk 
about the rationale behind the designs of both the Mythic 
Tarot and the Sharman-Caselli decks. She will discuss the 
two decks in depth, as well as other traditional decks, in an 
attempt to find the essence of each card and its relevance to 
the various stages in each of our lives through mythology. 
This workshop will end with a demonstration Major Arcana 
reading.

The Magical Mythical Minor Arcana will demonstrate 
how the Mythic Tarot used single myths to run through the 
Ace to ten to act as a “vehicle” for the divinatory meanings. 
This workshop will look into the myths behind each suit, also 
examining the element, numerology and imagery of each 
card in depth, using the Mythic Tarot and other decks as 
illustration. This workshop will end with a demonstration 
reading using the Minor Arcana.
